For many, the American Dream feels
like it’s far from reach. With rising
costs for just about everything and the impossible situation some
families face, the benefits cliff is the greatest problem keeping
many families from getting ahead.

This benefits cliff places working families in an impossible
situation. Pursuing a better job or higher pay could put families
above the income eligibility threshold for public assistance
programs. Due to the loss of these benefits, getting a better job
often results in families being financially worse off (a benefits cliff)
than before the wage increase. Families choose what’s best
financially and, therefore, cannot move forward.

Our Chance TN, an initiative by the
Tennessee Alliance for Economic
Mobility (TAEM), supports families in
moving beyond the benefits cliff.
